· Children have had access to a range of different sports and play equipment to ensure that they remained active in both play times and lunch times. · Write ups/photos of inter school sports competitions (Boys’ U11 football league, Witney Partnership Cross Country and National Cup U11 Girls Football Tournament) was included in monthly newsletters sent to parents

· School Sports teams were celebrated in assemblies with mini reports given by PE coordinator on inter school matches to the rest of the school.

· Extra-curricular sports clubs on offer were advertised to parents via Parent mail and the school website.


· Sports Day was a big success with children from EYFS to Year 6 competing in a range of running, throwing, jumping and skipping events.
