	· In 2024/2025 OLOL gained a Gold Award in the School Games mark. This externally validated, government led award scheme celebrates our commitment to developing competitive sport within our school and community. 

· Year 5 Play Leaders completed mentoring training with Sam Hook from the Witney Sports Partnership. This was to equip them to set up, run and monitor structured play activities for the rest of the school at break and lunch times.

· In collaboration with the Tim Henman foundation, we were able to provide weekly tennis sessions for disadvantaged children, focusing on those with special educational needs & disabilities and children from low-income backgrounds.

· Promoting Girls' football - this year entered a team into a U11 Girls’ football league


· Twice a week children took part in high quality PE lessons. Lessons were planned and delivered according to the Complete PE scheme of work, with clear links to the objectives contained with the NC.


· All Year 3/4 children were offered swimming lessons as part of the NC. 


· A varied programme of after school sports clubs have been offered to children throughout the academic year. These provided children of all ages and backgrounds the opportunity to participate in organised sport.

· Children from across KS1 and KS2 represented OLOL in various inter school sports tournaments throughout the year such as: football (girls and boys), cross country, netball, athletics, boccia etc.

· Children have had access to a range of different sports and play equipment to ensure that they remained active in both play times and lunch times. Playtimes provided the opportunity to access additional active play resources which were used both independently and collaboratively under supervision of lunchtime staff.

· Outdoor playground floor marking has been used to promote outdoor physical activity (running lanes, netball/basketball court markings etc)

· Write ups/photos of inter school sports competitions (Boys’ U11 football league, Witney Partnership Cross Country and National Cup U11 Girls Football Tournament) was included in monthly newsletters sent to parents

· School Sports teams were celebrated in assemblies with mini reports given by PE coordinator on inter school matches to the rest of the school.

· Extra-curricular sports clubs on offer were advertised to parents via Parent mail and the school website.


· Sports Day was a big success with children from EYFS to Year 6 competing in a range of running, throwing, jumping and skipping events.
